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Ten examples of Action Research Questions for Expansive Education
Action Research questions start from the premise that you are trying to improve your teaching in order to improve learner outcomes. 
The best questions are very specific, often in the form of: ‘If I do x, will y happen?’ 
Effective Action Research questions tend to breed more action research questions!

Here are ten examples:

1. ‘If I encourage my pupils to develop growth mindsets will their resilience improve?’
2. ‘If I stop answering my pupils’ questions will they become more resourceful?’
3.  ‘Does encouraging Year 12 students to visualise chemical reactions, help them understand the concepts?’
4. ‘If I coach my pupils in adopting different perspectives in history, will that transfer to the playground?’
5. ‘Does extended project work develop reflectiveness in Year 8 design and technology students?’
6. ‘If I encourage pupils actively to monitor their levels of concentration will their absorption improve?
7. ‘Can young footballers learn to design and manage their own training?’
8. ‘If year 5 children mentor young pupils in literacy, does this improve the older children’s reading?’
9. ‘If students identify and undertake one new/different risk a week, will it increase their ability to seek and embrace new experiences?’

10. ‘If I provide maths games for parents to use at home, will their children’s confidence in maths increase?
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
